1 John 4:7-15

7 Beloved, let us love one another, for love is of God; and everyone who loves is born of God and knows God.8 He who does not love does not know God, for God is love.9 In this the love of God was manifested toward us, that God has sent His only begotten Son into the world, that we might live through Him.10 In this is love, not that we loved God, but that He loved us and sent His Son to be the propitiation for our sins.11 Beloved, if God so loved us, we also ought to love one another.

12 No one has seen God at any time. If we love one another, God abides in us, and His love has been perfected in us.13 By this we know that we abide in Him, and He in us, because He has given us of His Spirit.14 And we have seen and testify that the Father has sent the Son as Savior of the world.15 Whoever confesses that Jesus is the Son of God, God abides in him, and he in God.

REUNIFICATION

REVIVAL

Everyone calls themselves Christian. Protestant, Catholic, Mormon, or just Good ol boys,

People we might not consider Christian (because their lives and beliefs are so different from what Jesus taught) will use the term seriously about themselves.

 The term "Christian” no longer has any meaning.   We need a new term to describe genuine Biblical Christianity.

What about Biblical Love! 

Radical Christianity; the kind of Christianity Jesus established.

Real Christianity is always radical.  Everywhere the gospel was preached and lived out people saw radicals at work.  This was not because Christians were religious but because they demonstrated they loved people.

They loved people exactly the way Jesus did.

Acts 17:1-6

Now when they had passed through Amphipolis and Apollonia, they came to Thessalonica, where there was a synagogue of the Jews.2 Then Paul, as his custom was, went in to them, and for three Sabbaths reasoned with them from the Scriptures,3 explaining and demonstrating that the Christ had to suffer and rise again from the dead, and saying, “This Jesus whom I preach to you is the Christ.”4 And some of them were persuaded; and a great multitude of the devout Greeks, and not a few of the leading women, joined Paul and Silas.

5 But the Jews who were not persuaded, becoming envious, took some of the evil men from the marketplace, and gathering a mob, set all the city in an uproar and attacked the house of Jason, and sought to bring them out to the people.6 But when they did not find them, they dragged Jason and some brethren to the rulers of the city, crying out, “These who have turned the world upside down have come here too.

When was the last time someone dragged you from your house because you were rocking the boat about Jesus?

When is the last time you even risked hurting your own standing in a Godless society?

Matthew 5:13

13 “You are the salt of the earth; but if the salt loses its flavor, how shall it be seasoned? It is then good for nothing but to be thrown out and trampled underfoot by men.

What is salt without flavor good for?..... NOTHING!!

We are either the salt, or according to Jesus we are good for NOTHING.....

Jesus was a radical.

The world teaches;

"Hate your enemy; work hard to get rich;  forget the poor, show no mercy"

Jesus teaches;

"Love your enemy; take no thought for tomorrow; give to others, show mercy.

Christ's church was not, and is not a religion.

Religion is something practiced on a regular biases.

Christ's Church is something lived.

"God stopped creating on the sixth day. Satan, the Angels and Man knew he was done...... Adam asked him to create again because he was alone.

God could not.   He was finished with the creation... Adam was in despair.

But God told Adam there might be a way.  

If he were to die there might be ANOTHER.

Adam agreed, he could not stand to be alone.  So God took his son, Adam, laid him down in the dust from which he was drawn, pierced his side taking from him ANOTHER.  A Bride.

Eve was brought forth, she was something radically different, never seen before in all creation.

God later did the same thing with the second Adam.

1 Corinthians 15:45-46

45 And so it is written, “The first man Adam became a living being.” The last Adam became a life-giving spirit.46 However, the spiritual is not first, but the natural, and afterward the spiritual.

God lay Jesus on a cross and from his pierced side drew his Bride!

A New Creation.

A people born again.

New beings who would never die.

Brought forth from the pierced side of the only Begotten Son.

Fellowship with God, born of God. Fellowship with each other, eternal fellowship.

Starting NOW!!

We better get along with each other, God will not bring this stuff into heaven!!!  It has no business in the church.

People who will lay down their lives for one another

Acts 2:41-42

41 Then those who gladly received his word were baptized; and that day about three thousand souls were added to them.42 And they continued steadfastly in the apostles’ doctrine and fellowship, in the breaking of bread, and in prayers.

1 John 4:12

12 No one has seen God at any time. If we love one another, God abides in us, and His love has been perfected in us.

Radical liberty.

Prefect freedom.  

No laws  no religion.  

No customs of man.

“No rules, just right!”

Matthew 17:25-27

25 He said, “Yes.” And when he had come into the house, Jesus anticipated him, saying, “What do you think, Simon? From whom do the kings of the earth take customs or taxes, from their sons or from strangers?”26 Peter said to Him, “From strangers.” Jesus said to him, “Then the sons are free.27 “Nevertheless, lest we offend them, go to the sea, cast in a hook, and take the fish that comes up first. And when you have opened its mouth, you will find a piece of money; take that and give it to them for Me and you.”


John 8:36

36 “Therefore if the Son makes you free, you shall be free indeed.

26 “And whoever lives and believes in Me shall never die. Do you believe this?”

Radical love is what the Lord wants rekindled in the Bride in the 21st century.

This kind of love will bring about unity.  

Because people love one another they will no longer divide over petty issues.

Radical love will only be demonstrated in people who are unafraid of death.  

We will not be stopped. 

We will not be silenced from following Jesus.
