A covenant is an agreement between two parties that involves promises or vows to each of the other.  A formal binding agreement with conditions. A covenant is based on character a contract is based on conditions. 

The concept of covenant between GOD and his people is one of the most important truths of the Bible.

Who is Adam 

Genesis 1:24-26

24 Then God said, “Let the earth bring forth the living creature according to its kind: cattle and creeping thing and beast of the earth, each according to its kind”; and it was so.25 And God made the beast of the earth according to its kind, cattle according to its kind, and everything that creeps on the earth according to its kind. And God saw that it was good.

26 Then God said, “Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness; let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air, and over the cattle, over all the earth and over every creeping thing that creeps on the earth.”

Genesis 2:7

7 And the Lord God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living being.



We are the only thing in all creation in the likeness of God..... 

What does that mean?

Genesis 2:15-25

15 Then the Lord God took the man and put him in the garden of Eden to tend and keep it.16 And the Lord God commanded the man, saying, “Of every tree of the garden you may freely eat;17 “but of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you eat of it you shall surely die.”

18 And the Lord God said, “It is not good that man should be alone; I will make him a helper comparable to him.”19 Out of the ground the Lord God formed every beast of the field and every bird of the air, and brought them to Adam to see what he would call them. And whatever Adam called each living creature, that was its name.20 So Adam gave names to all cattle, to the birds of the air, and to every beast of the field. But for Adam there was not found a helper comparable to him.21 And the Lord God caused a deep sleep to fall on Adam, and he slept; and He took one of his ribs, and closed up the flesh in its place.22 Then the rib which the Lord God had taken from man He made into a woman, and He brought her to the man.23 And Adam said:

Did he obey?.....

Was he

fruitful and multiply;

Did he fill the earth and subdue it; 

Did he have dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air, and over every living thing that moves on the earth.”

Did he eat “Of every tree of the garden you may freely eat;

Did he disobey ..........but of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat

Is five out of six good enough

What was the consequence of breaking the terms of the covenant

Genesis 3:6-19

6 So when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree desirable to make one wise, she took of its fruit and ate. She also gave to her husband with her, and he ate.7 Then the eyes of both of them were opened, and they knew that they were naked; and they sewed fig leaves together and made themselves coverings.8 And they heard the sound of the Lord God walking in the garden in the cool of the day, and Adam and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the Lord God among the trees of the garden.   (Guilty things try to avoid Holy things)

9 Then the Lord God called to Adam and said to him, “Where are you?”  ( Do you think God lost Adam... No Adam lost God ....... God is helping him realize it) 10 So he said, “I heard Your voice in the garden, and I was afraid because I was naked; and I hid myself.”  Sin produces guilt... guilt produces shame  some people get real good at hiding so good they try to hide in plain sight.... everyone else is doing it......11 And He said, “Who told you that you were naked? Have you eaten from the tree of which I commanded you that you should not eat?”12 Then the man said, “The woman whom You gave to be with me, she gave me of the tree, and I ate.”13 And the Lord God said to the woman, “What is this you have done?” The woman said, “The serpent deceived me, and I ate.

(The man said its your fault God if you had not gave me this woman........  Did Adam have to sin just because Eve did?

No........ he had more ribs didn't he..........  He could have said God we need to scrap this one cut me open again.

So the man said its the woman's fault ..... Eve says its the snake.... The devil made me do it.  God if you had not put that snake in here)”14 So the Lord God said to the serpent:

It is interesting to me where God starts here with the punishment 

Don't you as a parent start the punishment with the child most responsible

Two kids jumping on the bed one is 11 and one is 2 who do you start with first?  

14 So the Lord God said to the serpent:

1 “Because you have done this, 

You are cursed more than all cattle, 

And more than every beast of the field; 

On your belly you shall go, 

And you shall eat dust 

All the days of your life.

15 And I will put enmity 

Between you and the woman, 

And between your seed and her Seed; 

He shall bruise your head, 

And you shall bruise His heel.”
