21 Also for Adam and his wife the Lord God made tunics of skin, and clothed them.



Lets go back a bit to the beginning of chapter 3

Genesis 3:1-10

Now the serpent was more cunning than any beast of the field which the Lord God had made. And he said to the woman, “Has God indeed said, ‘You shall not eat of every tree of the garden’?”2 And the woman said to the serpent, “We may eat the fruit of the trees of the garden;3 “but of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God has said, ‘You shall not eat it, nor shall you touch it, lest you die.’ ”4 Then the serpent said to the woman, “You will not surely die.5 “For God knows that in the day you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil.”6 So when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree desirable to make one wise, she took of its fruit and ate. She also gave to her husband with her, and he ate.7 Then the eyes of both of them were opened, and they knew that they were naked; and they sewed fig leaves together and made themselves coverings.8 And they heard the sound of the Lord God walking in the garden in the cool of the day, and Adam and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the Lord God among the trees of the garden.

9 Then the Lord God called to Adam and said to him, “Where are you?”10 So he said, “I heard Your voice in the garden, and I was afraid because I was naked; and I hid myself.”

What was the matter with the fig leaf fashion?

A covenant is an agreement between two parties that involves promises or vows to each of the other.  A formal binding agreement with conditions. A covenant is based on character a contract is based on conditions. 

The concept of covenant between GOD and his people is one of the most important truths of the Bible. 

I. Bible covenants identify sin (Rom 3:20)

II. restrain sin (1 Tim 1:9-10)

III. reveal mans need for forgiveness of sin (Isa 59:1-2)

IV. give instructions on how to receive forgiveness of sin (Acts 2:38)

V. leave man with hope (Rom 5:1-11)

Who are the parties in this covenant  God and Man

God sets the terms based on his character man either accepts of rejects the terms of the covenant.  

One of the main products of the successful carrying out of a covenant with God will be to restore the character of God back to man so he may walk with God in the cool of the day with out hiding from Him.

What was the matter with the “fig leaf fashion show?”

1. We can never atone for our own sin by a Figgie cover up 

Genesis 3:10

10 So he said, “I heard Your voice in the garden, and I was afraid because I was naked; and I hid myself.”

2. God sees through any attempt to hide from him  he sees past our flimsy excuses

Genesis 3:9

9 Then the Lord God called to Adam and said to him, “Where are you?”

3. Sin produces guilt..... guilt produces fear........... fear produces shame..... shame results in hiding ( leave fellowship) “ I hid myself”

4. Mans schemes to fix the problem may appear to work to other men but God sets the conditions of the covenant 

Genesis 3:7

7 Then the eyes of both of them were opened, and they knew that they were naked; and they sewed fig leaves together and made themselves coverings.

5. Nothing but the blood......Leviticus 17:11

11 ‘For the life of the flesh is in the blood, and I have given it to you upon the altar to make atonement for your souls; for it is the blood that makes atonement for the soul.’

Adam & Eve thought they could fix things back up with “fig fashion” a flimsy covering........... some self help tools......... get the government benefits... (No charge for fig leaves.)     Hide out somewhere and continue to practice the sin that so easily besets us.... (every body smokes and drinks here it’s a cultural thing)

God says wait a minute......

I said 

Genesis 2:17

17 “but of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you eat of it you shall surely die.”



Romans 6:23

23 For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.



innocent must die for the guilty.  Jesus is the gift

John 3:16

16 “For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life.

1 John 2:2

2 And He Himself is the propitiation for our sins, and not for ours only but also for the whole world.



1 John 4:10

10 In this is love, not that we loved God, but that He loved us and sent His Son to be the propitiation for our sins.

Life is in the blood

Genesis 9:4

4 “But you shall not eat flesh with its life, that is, its blood.

Leviticus 17:11

11 ‘For the life of the flesh is in the blood, and I have given it to you upon the altar to make atonement for your souls; for it is the blood that makes atonement for the soul.’

This is the basis of all sacrifice.

Therefore I said unto the children of Israel, No soul of you shall eat blood, neither shall any stranger that sojourneth among you eat blood.

And whatsoever man there be of the children of Israel, or of the strangers that sojourn among you, which hunteth and catcheth any beast or fowl that may be eaten; he shall even pour out the blood thereof, and cover it with dust.

For it is the life of all flesh; the blood of it is for the life thereof: therefore I said unto the children of Israel, Ye shall eat the blood of no manner of flesh: for the life of all flesh is the blood thereof: whosoever eateth it shall be cut off [Lev. 17:12–14].

Jesus Christ said something very interesting. “Whoso eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, hath eternal life; and I will raise him up at the last day. For my flesh is meat indeed, and my blood is drink indeed. He that eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, dwelleth in me, and I in him” (John 6:54–56). 

Because the life of the flesh is in the blood, Jesus is saying that we are to accept His shed blood for our sins by faith and then we receive life. Jesus shed His blood and gave His life. The life is in the blood.

This is a great, eternal truth. This explains why Abel’s sacrifice was more excellent than Cain’s. It is the blood that maketh an atonement for the soul. The blood of Christ is the only thing that can wash away sin. There is nothing offensive about the blood; the offense is in our sin.

What can wash away my sin?

Nothing but the blood of Jesus;

What can make me whole again?

Nothing but the blood of Jesus.

Oh! precious is the flow

That makes me white as snow;

No other fount I know,

Nothing but the blood of Jesus.

What did the animal do that was worthy of death that God killed to make a covering for Adam & Eve....NOTHING

What did Jesus do that made him worthy of death to make a covering for his children?  NOTHING

Galatians 3:26-27

26 For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus.27 For as many of you as were baptized into Christ have put on Christ.

Your fig leaves will not work you must put on the blood of Jesus

Romans 6:3-4

3 Or do you not know that as many of us as were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death?4 Therefore we were buried with Him through baptism into death, that just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.

3 Let nothing be done through selfish ambition or conceit, but in lowliness of mind let each esteem others better than himself.4 Let each of you look out not only for his own interests, but also for the interests of others.
