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                            The Day God Repented

A covenant is an agreement between two parties that involves promises or vows to each of the other.  A formal binding agreement with conditions. A covenant is based on character a contract is based on conditions. 

The concept of covenant between GOD and his people is one of the most important truths of the Bible.

I. Bible covenants identify sin (Rom 3:20)

II. restrain sin (1 Tim 1:9-10)

III. reveal mans need for forgiveness of sin (Isa 59:1-2)

IV. give instructions on how to receive forgiveness of sin (Acts 2:38)

V. leave man with hope (Rom 5:1-11)

Adam & Eve became covenant breakers when they sinned

God not willing to chuck the whole mess said I will make a covenant of redemption.

14 So the Lord God said to the serpent:

1 “Because you have done this, 

You are cursed more than all cattle, 

And more than every beast of the field; 

On your belly you shall go, 

And you shall eat dust 

All the days of your life.

15 And I will put enmity 

Between you and the woman, 

And between your seed and her Seed; 

He shall bruise your head, 

And you shall bruise His heel.”

Then we talked about Genesis 3:21

21 Also for Adam and his wife the Lord God made tunics of skin, and clothed them.

Fig leaves were not good enough but God made them "tunics of skin"  Now blood must be shed.  

One of the principles built into the covenant is that the innocent must die for the guilty.

Genesis 1:24-27 helps us establish a principle of creation “like produces like” 

Genesis 1:24-27

24 Then God said, “Let the earth bring forth the living creature according to its kind: cattle and creeping thing and beast of the earth, each according to its kind”; and it was so.25 And God made the beast of the earth according to its kind, cattle according to its kind, and everything that creeps on the earth according to its kind. And God saw that it was good.

26 Then God said, “Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness; let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air, and over the cattle, over all the earth and over every creeping thing that creeps on the earth.”27 So God created man in His own image; in the image of God He created him; male and female He created them.

Notice the phrase according to its kind.....monkeys produce monkeys  cows cows and so on

SOOOO  Humans produce humans......Genesis 4:1

Now Adam knew Eve his wife, and she conceived and bore Cain, and said, “I have acquired a man from the Lord.”
  Remember it is through the seed of the woman the redeemer will come

Notice....“I have acquired a man from the Lord” This is the one from God to bruse the serpents head

Genesis 4:2

2 Then she bore again, this time his brother Abel. Now Abel was a keeper of sheep, but Cain was a tiller of the ground.

Remember the idea about blood...........

Genesis 4:3-15

3 And in the process of time it came to pass that Cain brought an offering of the fruit of the ground to the Lord.4 Abel also brought of the firstborn of his flock and of their fat. And the Lord respected Abel and his offering,5 but He did not respect Cain and his offering. And Cain was very angry, and his countenance fell.6 So the Lord said to Cain, “Why are you angry? And why has your countenance fallen?7 “If you do well, will you not be accepted? And if you do not do well, sin lies at the door. And its desire is for you, but you should rule over it.”8 Now Cain talked with Abel his brother; and it came to pass, when they were in the field, that Cain rose up against Abel his brother and killed him.

9 Then the Lord said to Cain, “Where is Abel your brother?” He said, “I do not know. Am I my brother’s keeper?”10 And He said, “What have you done? The voice of your brother’s blood cries out to Me from the ground.11 “So now you are cursed from the earth, which has opened its mouth to receive your brother’s blood from your hand.12 “When you till the ground, it shall no longer yield its strength to you. A fugitive and a vagabond you shall be on the earth.”13 And Cain said to the Lord, “My punishment is greater than I can bear!14 “Surely You have driven me out this day from the face of the ground; I shall be hidden from Your face; I shall be a fugitive and a vagabond on the earth, and it will happen that anyone who finds me will kill me.”15 And the Lord said to him, “Therefore, whoever kills Cain, vengeance shall be taken on him sevenfold.” And the Lord set a mark on Cain, lest anyone finding him should kill him.



Like produces like...Genesis 4:16-17

16 Then Cain went out from the presence of the Lord and dwelt in the land of Nod on the east of Eden.17 And Cain knew his wife, and she conceived and bore Enoch. And he built a city, and called the name of the city after the name of his son—Enoch.

What is the earth filling up with.........Adam Eve.... Rebellious....................Cain .....Murders............

But all is not lost.........Genesis 4:25-26

25 And Adam knew his wife again, and she bore a son and named him Seth, “For God has appointed another seed for me instead of Abel, whom Cain killed.”26 And as for Seth, to him also a son was born; and he named him Enosh. Then men began to call on the name of the Lord.



The descendants of Seth began to call on the name of the Lord.

Every body else seems to have a head start....rebellious murders 2......... Seth1 and quite a late start

1 Corinthians 15:33

33 Do not be deceived: “Evil company corrupts good habits.”

Now notice Gen 4:16 and we see the family of Cain listed in chapter 5 the family of Adam of which Seth would be 1 among many  Also notice the ages some of these guys are living too “The days of Adam were 800 years, Enosh 815 years,

Cain 910 years  Every thing was created physically perfect including man. He was not fully felling the sting of an early death yet.

That tells us something about sin sometimes there is “no money down and 2 years same as cash.”  

But it will come due you will reap what you sow.  

That’s why it seems like some times bad people are not held to account we do the right thing and the wicked seem to prosper  

Romans 12:19

19 Beloved, do not avenge yourselves, but rather give place to wrath; for it is written, “Vengeance is Mine, I will repay,” says the Lord.

All the compontants are in place for what I call to de-evolution of man ......  Like produces like...... rebellious..... murders.... bad company corrupts good character...... till we see.......Genesis 6:5

5 Then the Lord saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every intent of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually.
 

Cave men............  More animal than man .............  “every intent of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually.
”

Genesis 6:6

6 And the Lord was sorry that He had made man on the earth, and He was grieved in His heart.

Now let me read this verse to you from the King James

Genesis 6:6

6 And it repented the LORD that he had made man on the earth, and it grieved him at his heart. 
 

Does that sound as strange to you as it does to me the idea of God repenting  How would God who is perfect, all knowing never makes a mistake, all sovergan, creator THE BOSS

repent?

Perhaps this is one of those things King James got wrong

NAS says in Gen 6:6 that God was Grieved  NKJ says he was Sorry ....

I don’t know about you but I have more trouble with a sorry God than a God who repents.

I would suggest we can find a kernel of truth about what God means by covenant repentance here...

So often when we think repentance we think grieved or sorry and that is as far as it goes.....”God I am sorry I have been disobedient   Then go right back in to the same sinful situation.  Contrast that with the way God repents

Genesis 6:7-13

7 And the LORD said, I will destroy man whom I have created from the face of the earth; both man, and beast, and the creeping thing, and the fowls of the air; for it repenteth me that I have made them.  

8 But Noah found grace in the eyes of the LORD. 9 These are the generations of Noah: Noah was a just man and perfect in his generations, and Noah walked with God.  10 And Noah begat three sons, Shem, Ham, and Japheth. 

11 The earth also was corrupt before God, and the earth was filled with violence. 12 And God looked upon the earth, and, behold, it was corrupt; for all flesh had corrupted his way upon the earth. 

13 And God said unto Noah, The end of all flesh is come before me; for the earth is filled with violence through them; and, behold, I will destroy them with the earth.  
 

What about the day you repented?    Radical change or just excuse me.... Belief Faith repentance confession Baptism and walking in the newness of life is our part of the covenant, the rest,  all of redemption, the passage through destruction, is his.

Get on the boat.......... repent before God repents again.  But this time God repents not with sorrow but comes for his bride.

There will be sorrow on that day But there will be great joy for those who have truly repented
