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Jeremiah 31:31-33

31 “Behold, the days are coming, says the Lord, when I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah—32 “not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day that I took them by the hand to lead them out of the land of Egypt, My covenant which they broke, though I was a husband to them, says the Lord.33 “But this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, says the Lord: I will put My law in their minds, and write it on their hearts; and I will be their God, and they shall be My people.

Matthew 9:14-17

14 Then the disciples of John came to Him, saying, “Why do we and the Pharisees fast often, but Your disciples do not fast?”15 And Jesus said to them, “Can the friends of the bridegroom mourn as long as the bridegroom is with them? But the days will come when the bridegroom will be taken away from them, and then they will fast.16 “No one puts a piece of unshrunk cloth on an old garment; for the patch pulls away from the garment, and the tear is made worse.17 “Nor do they put new wine into old wineskins, or else the wineskins break, the wine is spilled, and the wineskins are ruined. But they put new wine into new wineskins, and both are preserved.”


While the purpose has remained the same through the covenant with Abraham Genesis 12:3

3 I will bless those who bless you, 

And I will curse him who curses you; 

And in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed.”



The method is being elevated so man, and the angles who long to look into these things, can see how this will work out.

Remember we have established that the covenant is different than a contract in that a covenant is based on character and a contract is based on circumstances.

Mans two elements that have remained consistent in the covenant of Abraham, the covenant of Moses, the covenant of David, and the covenant of Christ ........... faith and righteousness.

The upgrade on how these two things are achieved is what is changing.   How were the people of Abraham's day to achieve righteous?

Abraham? The Lord spoke to Abraham Abe believed God and it was credited to him as righteous

Moses?  The Law came through Moses

David?  The person of Jesus was to come through the line of David

Jesus?  2 Corinthians 5:21

21 For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.

Patches on an old garment?.......Old and new wineskins?
New creations used to be old wineskins.
We were full of old wine The wine of the world is what we held inside.
The ways of the world were what filled us up.
2 Corinthians 5:17

17 Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all things have become new.

He made us new..........To hold a new wine
Not the wine of the world....... But a new wine of Heaven
If we tried to put the new wine in an old wineskin
what would happen?
Yep, we would have a big rupture, lose both the skin and the wine............
That is why we have to be made into new creatures. 
The old "wineskin" cannot hold God's Spirit 
Ephesians 2:10

10 For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand that we should walk in them.



 We are God’s masterpiece,  He created us anew in Christ Jesus  New, a new wineskin- Not a recondition or a retread 
 But a brand spanking new ....Different Creature
His masterpiece.
Not a make over Oprah-style.
We reflect His glory.  

2 Corinthians 3:18

18 But we all, with unveiled face, beholding as in a mirror the glory of the Lord, are being transformed into the same image from glory to glory, just as by the Spirit of the Lord.

2 Corinthians 5:16-17

16 Therefore, from now on, we regard no one according to the flesh. Even though we have known Christ according to the flesh, yet now we know Him thus no longer.17 Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all things have become new.

 He works inside, in the heart, We were made new for a purpose....His purpose
A purpose He established long before we knew Him
You are a masterpiece made for a purpose.

1 Corinthians 2:12-13

12 Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is from God, that we might know the things that have been freely given to us by God.13 These things we also speak, not in words which man’s wisdom teaches but which the Holy Spirit teaches, comparing spiritual things with spiritual.

John 8:12

5 This is the message which we have heard from Him and declare to you, that God is light and in Him is no darkness at all.
  ...........If we follow Him we won’t go around stumbling like people who live in darkness.
Why act just like the rest of the rats and roaches that inhabit the dark places.
Enjoy what God has given us don't miss out on the pure wonder of seeing with eyes made wide open by His Spirit.

That doesn’t mean we are not to interact with those who are in darkness it means we are to remain those who live like new wineskins.  We are lighting the world the world is not darkening us
In an old wine world  we tell of the renewal possible in Christ Jesus.
It is tragic to see  new wine skins trying to be successful in this world the same way those outside Christ try.   Money, possessions,  position, popularity having the good life pursuing what the world says is valuable and worthy.
This world is in darkness,  they don’t see beyond today they have no clue to what is real.
Jesus warned us not to fall into the trap of chasing the world’s dreams. But to remember in the reality there is only one thing necessary.

Matthew 16:24-27

24 Then Jesus said to His disciples, “If anyone desires to come after Me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow Me.25 “For whoever desires to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for My sake will find it.26 “For what profit is it to a man if he gains the whole world, and loses his own soul? Or what will a man give in exchange for his soul?27 “For the Son of Man will come in the glory of His Father with His angels, and then He will reward each according to his works.

What has real value? - To give up our lives for Him
To live for Him under His direction
 Doing what He prepared for us to do long ago To live in the light
Romans 12:1-2
